Our IHM Vincentians often ask the requesting person whether they have reached out 

to other charities or families to escape their financial burden.  In many situations, the 

amount of unpaid bills and threatened cut offs of service are too much for St. Vincent 

DePaul to accommodate. 
 

As a case in point, a recent situation found the 58 year old female had successfully 

secured a pledge from Salvation Army to help with her very large water bill.  Her  

estranged husband and son also are helping with some bills too.  Our Vincentians also 

contacted the water company after the person called ahead to give permission to  

review details of her account with us. We learned the details, verified the amounts 

owing, and found out there was a payment plan in place. 
 

Our Vincentians met in her home, gathered all the facts, respected her privacy, and 

said some prayers too. They recommended we pay one month of the payment plan, 

assuring continued water service at least for the next month.
